TED TESTING CONTINUES

Even though TED requirements have been delayed
until May 1,1989, the National Marine Fisheries
Service is still actively testing the effective-
ness of different TEDs in Gulf and South Atlantic
waters. After six months of testing, some of

the results on shrimp loss and gain are as
follows :

Georgia/South Carolina + 10% to -16%
South florida - 3% to -37%
Texas/Louisiana{George Jumpers)+8%to -37%
Louisiana{Saunders TED) - 253% to -49%

In these tests, TED equipped nets were towed
in comparisons with standard nets.Seven sea
turtles were captured in the standard nets and
none in the TED-equipped nets.

WETLANDS LOSS

Each year, 40 to 60 square miles of coastal
Louisiana is eroding away. By the year 2040, an
area larger than the state of Rhode Istand will
disappear from Louisiana.

COMMERCIAL FISHING LICENSES

Recently there have been several cases made in

this area on commercial fishermen fishing on
another person‘s Yicense. A commercial fisherman
south of the fresh-water-saltwater line must
license himself, the boat and the gear. If he

puts a hired captain on the boat, the captain

MUST have a $ 55 commercial fisherman's license

in HIS OWN NAME. The captain can not fish on the
boat owner's license. This is one of the few
offenses that will result in immediate confiscation
of the license.

NEW FEDERAL PLASTIC POLLUTION LAW

Late in 1987 the United States signed an inter-
national treaty called MARPOL to 1imit ocean
poliution. Public law 100-220 was passed to put
MARPOL into effect before the end of the year.

The part of MARPOL which will affect commercial
and sport boats is called Annex V. It will ;

* Prohibit dumping of all plastic in all water.

* Prohibit dumping of dunnage, lining or
packing material which floats within 25
nautical miles of land.

* Prohibit dumping all food wastes and all
other garbage within 12 nautical miles of
tand, except that food wastes ground small
enough to pass through a 25 mm{i-inch)
screen.

* Requires ports, harbors and marinas to
have garbage containers

The Migrant Education Program staff is composed of
four teachers, one language therapist, three
bilingual tutors, one records specialist, one
recruiter, one recruiter assistant/community
worker, an instructional coordinator and a directorn
Each of these people is an integral part of the
Migrant Program, but if you question your child,

he will probably only know of his Migrant teacher
or tutor.

Your child is seen by his Migrant teacher or tutor
one to three times per week. Because your child is
unigue, his academic instruction is a reflection
of his needs. Some children are taught English,
reading, or writing skills. Others are tutored in
science, social studies or math. High school and
middie school age children study career choices

as well. The Migrant Program is a flexible
instructional program catering to the special
needs of your child.

The Migrant teacher becomes your childs' advocate,
making sure all applicable services, such as
Reading Lab, ESOL, Special Education,Speech
Therapy, G.T.,etc., are made available to him in
his school. Ask your child about his Migrant
teacher and the Migrant Program and you will hear
the kind of happy response you expect about a
truly worthy educational service.
